1. “Daily Participation Grade”:  Did the student come to class and set up in a timely manner?  Did the student come prepared to class with instrument and all music?  Did the student participate with a positive attitude?  Did the student listen while the teacher gave instructions?  

2. The students are graded on each of the above along with noted improvement in class.  Improvement is a quality assessed by the teacher, by observation, in most cases.  Another facet of this grade is playing quizzes.  Student plays for teacher and is graded on quality of performance on a section of music.  #1 & #2 make up 40% of a student’s grade in band and 60% of their grade in choir.

3. Concert grades are 40% of a student’s grade.  This is based on attendance, required attire; behavior during their and other’s performances, and quality of their own performance.


Pep Band grades are 20% of a student’s grade.  This is based on attendance at the 
required performances, showing up at the correct time to play during the games 
(half-time, etc.) and the quality of their own performance.
